Nérodni workshop projektu: "Pathways towards a sustainable and food & nutrition secure Europe" (
konsorcium SUSFANS, Horizont 2020, EU, Grant 633692), probéhl 28. tnora 2019, ve velké posluchdrné
SZU. V oteviené atmosféie se diskutovalo o vyhledech, modelech a prognéze udrZitelnosti produkce
potr/avin a vyZzivy, v€etné moznosti plnit nutri¢ni doporuceni. Prezentace (v EN) jsou nyni dostupné na webu
SZU.

Ucastnici se shodli na zdvéru, Ze se v dané problematice vyplati ddle pracovat, protoZe na zakladé dat 1ze
odhadovat moZné problémy, feSeni a urcovat cile odborné prace, lokdlni i spolecné politiky v EU, potazmo
globdlng. Byly prezentovény vysledky, které naznacily, Ze se v mnohém CR ponékud lisi od dal§ich zemi EU
(Italie, Dansko, Francie). Zemé&d&lska vyroba neni v CR tak intenzivni, dopad na Zivotni prostiedi je tak
odligny. To také ovliviiuje mysleni populace v CR, kterd na rozdil od dalsich zemi nevnim4 "udrZitelnost"
jako "top" prioritu, spiSe preferuje tzv. zdravé potraviny. Ukdzalo se také, Ze v n€kterych nutri¢nich
parametrech m4 CR pofad co dohdnét, predeviim ve spotfebé zeleniny a ovoce. Je to podnét k p¥ipravé
strategickych pland pro dalsi desetileti.

National Project Workshop: "Pathways towards a sustainable and secure food and nutrition Europe"
(consortium SUSFANS, Horizon 2020, EU, Grant 633692), was held on February 28, 2019, in a large SZU
auditorium. In an open atmosphere, perspectives, models and forecasts for the sustainability of food
production and nutrition, including options for nutritional recommendations, were discussed. Presentations
(in EN) are now available on the SZU website.

Participants agreed that it would be worthwhile to work on the issue, as data could be used to estimate
potential problems, solutions, and to set the goals of professional work, local and common policies in the EU,
and globally. Results were presented which indicated that they are somewhat different from other EU
countries (Italy, Denmark, France). Agricultural production is not so intense in the Czech Republic, so the
environmental impact is then a bit different. It also influences the thinking of the population in the Czech
Republic, which, unlike other countries, does not perceive "sustainability" as a "top" priority, rather prefers
so-called "healthy foods". It has also been shown that in some nutritional parameters the Czech Republic still
has a lot to catch up with, especially in the consumption of vegetables and fruit. It could be an incentive to
prepare strategic plans for the next decade.
